FROM THE RECTOR 

 

What will 2015 be like? 

 

There is no real answer to the question, we do not know what the future holds? Yet 
we are still curious about that which is unknowable. It is quite natural to want  
something tangible in a situation of intangibility. There is a saying in Physics that 
ñNature abhors a vacuumò. The idea is that something always tries to fill the  
emptiness. As we look forward to 2015 we start to look for points to start filling the 
year, and to ask what will make it a distinctive year? We will all remember the Tower 
of London display of 888,246 ceramic poppies planted in the Tower's moat, each 
poppy representing a British military fatality during the war. There will be different 
events to remember in 2015. The 70th anniversary of VE day on 8th May 1945 and 
VJ day on 15th August 1945.  VE day was described as the day of days and a day 
like no other. 
 

Looking ahead to the political year, the general election date has been set by an act 
of Parliament for the 7th May 2015. We have several months of political lobbying and 
endless opinion polls trying to predict which party is doing well or badly. It will be  
interesting to see the conflict of interest in the results of the general election and VE 
day celebrations which will come on the same day! 
 

On a completely different train of thought, the Back to the Future Part II filmed in 
1989 time travelled to 21st October 2015 in a DeLorean sports car. In the film we get 
a glimpse of what 2015 might be like. The car runs on rubbish and flies of course. 
Children play on hover boards. Clothes are automatically adjusting and self-dry. The 
food is bought dehydrated and is rehydrated at home. Sadly none of these inventions 
have come into being yet! I think this reinforces the idea that we cannot really know 
what the future holds. 
 

There is a parallel idea about God and what we can fathom of him who is unfathoma-
ble and infinitely deep. Yet we should not be put off trying to discover more. Like the 
Year 2015 there are a few key dates we can pencil in. The 25th December remem-
bers his birth, most importantly Easter day 5th April when Jesus was discovered alive 
and resurrected having been crucified on Good Friday 3rd April.  There is a real dan-
ger that we focus more on his death than his resurrection because death is much 
more tangible. Yet stepping away from the key dates we return to developing a rela-
tionship with God.  Jesusô death and resurrection allows us to have confidence in our 
relationship with God. As our relationship with God grows we start to glimpse his 
great love and mercy. It is something we should all try to develop through reading the 
bible, praying and talking to others about God. 2014 will be remembered as a particu-
larly violent year, surely our world needs more reconciliation and love in 2015?
