FROM THE RECTOR 

 
 
 

Mercy is at the heart of Easter 
 
I was listening to a Pause for Thought on the radio by Cardinal Cormac Murphy-O'Connor. 
I was so impressed with it, I thought I would pass on some of his wisdom and how it  
resonated with me. Cardinal Cormac started by quoting his favourite passage from William 
Shakespeare, from the Merchant of Venice: 
óThe quality of mercy is not strained; it droppeth as the gentle rain from heaven  
upon the place beneath. It is twice blest; it blesseth him that gives and him that 
takes.ô 

Shakespeare reminds us that there is blessing in forgiving. That when we offer forgiveness 
to those around us, then we are blessed by God. The same is true when we take the  
forgiveness that has been offered to us, then we are blessed by God too. The process of 
offering and receiving forgiveness always starts to heal broken relationships, allows  
restoration and also brings Godôs blessing.  Returning to the quote, it remind us that the 
quality of mercy drops like gentle rain from heaven to us below here on earth.  It is an  
interesting picture that Shakespeare draws about falling rain. There is nothing we can do to 
stop rain, it just falls, we have no control over it, and we just get wet when it rains. The only 
thing we can do is avoid the rain by staying in or using an umbrella.  So if mercy drops like 
rain from heaven, we have a choice to receive it or try to avoid it by taking shelter.  If we 
avoid mercy we also miss out on Godôs blessing.  We appear to be living in a time where 
people are saying that God is missing or non-existent.  
 
We are coming to the end of Lent and the beginning of Easter in this month of March. It is 
a time when Godôs love is made visible in the life of Jesus.  Jesusô life was an example to 
those around him, that God loves and accepts each and every one of us.  God was not 
missing and was certainly not non-existent at that time, although many thought he was! 
The heart of Easter is not to be found in Easter Eggs or the Easter Bunny, they are meant 
to point to new life and new beginnings. The heart of Easter is forgiveness and mercy, it 
came to us at the terrible price of Jesusô death on the cross on Good Friday. God restores 
Jesusô life on Easter Sunday. óThe quality of mercy is not strainedô but as abundant as rain 
falling gently. We are left a simple choice, do we get wet or take shelter from Godôs mercy. 
The surprising gift of mercy and forgiveness is it blesses both those who offer it and those 
who receive it. Surprisingly, mercy and forgiveness are also at the heart of happiness and 
joy.  Without mercy we are doomed to failure and despair, through forgiveness we are 
transformed and restored to wholeness and joy.  Easter becomes happy through  
transformation by Godôs love and mercy.  Are you willing to get wet or just keep taking 
shelter?
